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EXPLANATION OF THE RESOURCES OF THIS DISK

This disk provides access to the texts in three ways:  The entries in each list include links to PDF files of the texts. The lists are in Microsoft Word and can be searched for words or phrases of interest.
1.) COMPLETE LIST: A list of titles (with links) organized by date within each category, including books, papers, and miscellaneous (including popular articles).
