
Environmental Services of Brazil's Amazon Forest as a Potential Source of Monetary Flows

Brazil's Amazon forest produces environmental services with substantial monetary and non-monetary values. 

Services include maintenance of biodiversity, carbon stocks and water cycling. Institutional mechanisms are 

needed to convert these services into monetary flows capable of maintaining both the forest and the human 

population of ·rural Amazonia. Although the magnitude of monetary flows would necessarily be much less 

than the "true" value of the environmental services, these flows could nevertheless be substantial. Values are 

affected by the methodology chosen for calculating environmental services, such as "avoided impacts" versus 

"stock maintenanace", as well as by assumptions regarding time preference (e.g., discount rate) and future 

deforestation. The. potential scale of monetary flows can be calculated based on indications of willingness to 

pay and a range of current estimates of the potential impact of forest loss. 

Falencias del desarrollo de Chile: Una mirada desde la sustentabilidad

Se busca dar cuenta de las condiciones que hacen del modelo chileno una vfa no sustentable del desarrollo. 

Se analizan las caracterfsticas .hist6ricas y los problemas ambientales e institucionales que determinan la no 

sustentabilidad. Particularmente la sobrexplotaci6n de los recursos pesqueros, mineros y forestales, asf como 

los graves impactos adversos sobre el agua, el aire, el suelo y la energfa. Tambien se discutira el rol de las 

organizaciones ambientalistas y del gobierno en lo que denominamos las carencias del andamiaje social que 

impide una acci6n polftica fuerte para orientar la polftica de medio ambiente hacia la sustentabilidad. La 

tesis central es que Chile nunca se ha qrientado por vfas sustentables y que los recursos naturales siempre 

han sido la base de su desarrollo, incluso cuando se orient6 por el modelo de sustituci6n de importaciones. 

La exposici6n entregara datos que demuestran la sobrexplotaci6n de recursos naturales y la sobrecarga sobre 

el medio ambiente. Tambien se dara un marco te6rico que buscara situar la discusi6n sobre la sustentabilidad 

en el marco de una discusi6n mas amplia y compleja sobre el desarrollo de la sociedad occidental.

Policy Mix for Environmental Prq.tection - A Transaction Cost Approach

This paper uses a transaction cost approach in order to classify thedifferent policy options that are currently 

discussed in relation with the Kyoto protocol. It analyses the market as only one of the possible collective 

decision making processes, which are available to give an operational content to the concept of sustainable 

development. The firm, the third sector, the government, the market are analyzed as collective ·decision making 

processes. They are socially constructed in th.e sense of institutions, which are subject to change. Compared 
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
